Christian vocation is a living expression of our daily lives by replacing our ways of doing things by 
the ways taught to us by Jesus Christ through his human existence.

- What comes naturally to us as “Sloth” is replaced by “Diligence”
- What comes naturally to us as “Avarice” is replaced by “Generosity”
- What comes naturally to us as “Gluttony” is replaced by “Temperance”

Therefore “to live our Christian vocation means to live with a freedom not to choose the freedom of 
the world”. Let us all define our aim of being part of the SM community as a means of developing 
skills to live our Christian vocation and to pass this on to our children.

As communication is an important aspect of community bonding, the purpose of this bulletin is to 
be a medium of communication. This is not to be used as a medium to express our anger, envy 
or frustrations, rather to be used to convey brotherly love, meekness and humility. This is to be a 
medium to encourage and appreciate the hidden positive outlooks existing in our community. This 
is to be used as a medium to deliver spiritual messages and to keep the community connected and 
updated on all its activities.

Finally on behalf of the editorial board I would like to thank everyone who has helped us in the 
process especially Cinto Antony for helping out with the layout and designs. As we all know the 
first step is the most challenging and therefore we would appreciate suggestions and constructive 
feedback from our community.

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“Go in to whole world,” (Mark 16: 15). 
Taking this as a command from the Risen 
Lord, disciples went around sharing the 
good news about Jesus Christ.  
We, Malayalees, are literally more 
faithful to this than any other group for 
we are omnipresent. We are in all parts 
of the world.  New Zealand is one of the 
settlements for us.  We have migrated 
to New Zealand during the past decade.  
The majority of us are from the Syro-
Malabar Community. We encounter 
many challenges today such as good jobs, 
comfortable houses, the best educational 
institutions, new family traditions, and 
place for Sunday worship etc.

Migration and transplantation to a new 
culture brings changes in family values 
and in our attitudes. Many experience 
cultural shocks that we find it hard to 
come through the western culture and 
life-style. The children, who grow 
up in this culture, are almost getting 
absorbed into it. Parents tend to hold on 
to traditional family values as we have 
had back home in Kerala. We who are 
brought up in traditional catholic families 
also fear that the children will lose all 
the family values that they had upheld 
and cultivated.  As a result of conflicting 
situations of parents upholding traditional 
values of our country and of children 
personalising certain ways and life style 
taken from schools, peer groups and the 
culture around, tensions arise in families 
on various issues. Some are confused 
with regard to what is right and what is 
wrong. Faith and existence of God is 
often questioned.

In this situation, the Syro-Malabar 
Catholic Mission here reaches out to the 
spiritual and social needs of the people. 
We have regular Sunday Qurbana at 
5.00 pm, special Qurbana on feast days, 
Novenas and annual devotion of rosary 
prayers, catechetical formation, youth 
programs, family prayer meetings, annual 
parish retreat and social gatherings.

I have been here for the last six months as 
the chaplain. I am very happy to see many 
people whole heartedly participating in all 
the spiritual events in this community and 
bring their children for catechism classes. 
I feel that people are beginning to realise 
that working and making money is not the 
sole purpose of life but the spiritual life, 
growing in one’s faith and establishing 
good relationship with others are also very 
important.

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Towards Holiness Through the life of Saints

Maria Goretti was the daughter of humble 
sharecroppers from Italy. Luigi Goretti and 
Assunta Carlini. In 1899, Maria and her family 
moved to a little town of Ferriere, Italy in 
search of work and lived in a house that was 
shared by Signor by Serenelli and his son 
named Alessandro, with whom Luigi Goretti 
had business interests.
After her father’s death, Maria’s mother 
Assunta took up her husband’s job in the 
fields while Maria took over her mothers role 
of caring for her siblings. Through all the 
difficulties that they faced Maria did her best. 
She was a beautiful, mature, intelligent and 
charming young girl,who very happily accepted 
the chores of her home and family. She grew 
up in “wisdom, age and grace before God and 
men.” Being very poor and unable to afford to 
pay for Masses in her father’s memories, every 
night Maria would recite the five Mysteries 
of the Rosary Communication which she was 
waiting for with great patience and prayer.
But Maria had a thorn in her side and that 
was Alessandro Serenelli, who was lost to the 
darkness of passion and evil thoughts and 
images that always lead him to SIN. On several 
occasions he tried to lure little Maria and made 
advances and harassed her with his impure

suggestions. But Maria always refused and 
avoided him. She was afraid of him.
On July 5, 1902, not wanting to be denied 
by Maria again, he started making his sexual 
advances towards Maria, who refused shouting, 
“No! It is a sin! God does not want it!”
Alessandro filled with anger and madness 
stabbed Maria 14 times.
Maria spent 20 painful hours suffering and 
finally died on June 6, 1902 looking up at 
a picture of the Blessed Mother. She prayed 
and forgave Alessandro and appeared to him 
in a vision and gave him lillies. Almost fifty 
years later on June 24, 1950, Pope Pius XII 
pronounced Maria Goretti a Saint and Martyr of 
the Universal Church to half a million people.
St. Maria Goretti is the Patroness of Modern 
Youth. Her deep love for God, respect for her 
body (Temple of God), courage, obedience and 
Christ life forgiveness has touched the lives 
of people. She chose death rather than betray 
God and thus preserved her virginal purity. 
A young man by the name of Brideau, who got 
his job back after praying to St. Maria Goretti 
once said, “She is important because she is a 
saint who knew God so well. She is someone 
to pray to whom understands the problems of

youth and realizes the importance of faith for 
young people.”
In a beautiful homily commemorating the 
100th anniversary of the birth of St. Maria 
Goretti, Pope John Paul II quoted St.Paul: “God 
chose what is foolish in the world to shame the 
strong, God chose what is low and despised 
in the world, even things that are not, to bring 
to nothing things that are, so that no human 
being might boast in the presence of God”  
(1 Cor. 1:27-29).
God chose the simple poor little country girl 
and clothed her with honour by the power of 
His Spirit.

Therese Martin was the last of nine children born on January 2 1873 in France. At the age of 15 she entered 
the Carmelite convent in Lisieux to dedicate her whole life to God. She took the religious name ‘sister of the 
child Jesus and the Holy face’, living in a hidden, simple life of prayer. She was gifted with great intimacy 
with God.
Therese believed love is to be shown by deeds; (so that one can express his/her love to God through little 
sacrifices, every glance and word). She took every chance to sacrifice, no matter how small it would be.
She wanted to achieve holiness in the life she led, and always wanted to be a saint, Charity gave her key to 
her vocation. She died on 30th September 1897, at the age of 24. She was suffering from TB and used to 
cough up blood sometimes. Even in severe pain, she tried to remain smiling and cheerful. Her inspiration and 
powerful presence from heaven touched many people very quickly. She was canonised by Pope Pius XI on May 
17, 1925. Her mission was to make God loved by doing well on Earth. Countless millions have been touched 
by her intercession and imitate her “little way.”
She was acclaimed as the ‘greatest saint of modern times.’ In 1997, Pope John Paul II declared St. Therese, a 
doctor of the church in tribute to the powerful way her spirituality had influenced people all over the world. 
Therese’s ‘little’ way of trusting in Jesus to make her holy and relying on small and daily sacrifices, instead of 
great deeds, appealed to thousands of Catholics and other who were trying to find holiness in ordinary lives. 
Her life is a reminder to all who feel that they can do nothing. The little things we can do are the ones that 
keep God’s kingdom growing.

THE NEEDS OF
TODAYS YOUTH

On January 26, 1999, tens of thousands of enthusiastic young people 
thronged to Kiel Centre in Saint Louis at 5 am to watch a 14-hour long 
Christian rock concert perhaps the largest and longest concert of its kind 
in history. Was this evidence of the great success of “Christian rock’s” 
appeal to Catholic youth?

Well, no Many were not impressed with the bands of the hype. But they 
stayed. Through wearying hours of loud, bland music and despite fatigue 
they stayed. Why? Because they were waiting for something: something 
the entertainment world could never provide. They stayed to hear words 
of hope. They waited to hear what that modern bearer of hope, Pope 
John Paul II, would say to them. When he arrived at the Kiel Centre that 
evening, 100,000 kids cheered the “star” they had waited for since dawn. 
Then a hush fell as they waited to hear what he would say to them.

The Holy Father addressed the young People:

Sadly, too many young people are living apart from the light-in a world 
of illusions, a world of fleeting shadows and promises unfulfilled. If 
you look to Jesus, if you live the Truth that is Jesus, you will have in 
you the light that reveals the truths and values on which to build your 
own happiness, while building a world of justice, peace and solidarity. 
Remember what Jesus said: “I am the light of the world; those who follow 
me will have the light of life.’’ (Jn. 8:12)... Jesus who has conquered sin 
and death reminds you: “Iam with you always.” (Mt.28:20)

He says: “Couraged! It is I; have no fear.” (Mk. 6:50) Christ is calling you; 
the Church needs you; the Pope believes in you and he expects great 
things of you!

During his speech it was difficult to find a dry eye in the arena. Why? 
Because the pope knows how to speak to us young people. He knows our 
deepest fears and worries, and knows the Lord has the answers to our 
deepest questions.

The Holy Father addressed our aimlessness and despair in searching 
for happiness and success in the ways of the world. He reminded us 
that Jesus is the light we must follow and love in order to get out of the 
darkness into a new life of hope and happiness. And he told us to trust 
and have no fear. Young people fear so much today-everything from the 
breakup of our families to the fear of being “left out” by our peers, or 
unsuccessful in the eyes of the world.

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Finally, the pope told us that he believed in us, something that many 
young people do not hear from our parents or anyone else today.

The contrast between reactions to the Christian rock bands and the 
pope’s message was striking. Christian rock did nothing spiritaully for us. 
But the Holy Father’s message reached us at the core of our being.

The truth is, Catholic youth are just like any other youth: they’re 
interested in listening to popular music, hanging out with friends, and in 
dealing with the ordinary problems and with the larger questions of life 
that they are begining to face as they mature.

As a youth, I have a pretty good handle on what people of my generation 
need. We are the generation that feels unloved and aimless in a world 
caught up in sex, money, and power. We have inherited the leftovers 
of the Sixties. We have inherited the hopelessness, the pain, and the 
darkness that came with the sexual revolution and the “Me Generation.”

Many of us face questions that people of our age have never before had 
to face on such a large scale: Am  I worthless if I don’t make a lot of 
money like my dad? How do I deal with the pain of my parents divorce?

These are serious questions, and we are looking for serious answers. And 
the only one who can answer the questions deepest in our hearts is God. 
And the most effective way He communicates His love and His grace is 
through the Sacraments of the Church, which Our Lord instituted.

While we do want to be fun and engaging, we should do so in order to 
build “roots and wings.”  We have a responsibility to affirm the Truth 
given to us by the Church, and instil these Truths in the lives of the youth. 
It is our hope that by doing so, we intergrate knowledge of the Catholic 
faith with the development of practical skills for living the Catholic faith 
in today’s world. We must help today’s youth understand the teachings of 
the Catholic Church and enable them to share the Good News in modern 
soceity. In other words, we need to give them roots to be grounded in 
and wings to fly with.

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The new Immigration Act 2009 has become law on 29 November 
2010. What was - under the former Law - known as Immigration 
“POLICY” is now to be known as Immigration “INSTRUCTIONS’’. 
The changes are primarily in the use of new terminologies and - 
perhaps inevitably (!) - New Government fees apply.

Before 29 November a Visa was issued to someone who wished 
to travel to New Zealand and a permit was issued to someone who 
was already here and wished to remain in New Zealand. Now under 
the new Act the term “Permit” has been dropped and now the term 
VISA will apply to both categories. But it is to be noted that there 
is no change to existing categories or criteria under which people 
apply to Immigration NZ.

The New Act also introduces the “Interim Visa” which is a system 
by which overseas students, Work Visa holders and visitors wanting 
to extend their stay in NZ can do so in order to maintain their lawful 
stay in NZ, while their application for the Visa is being processed.

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This Visa comes into effect on 7th February 2011. There is no need 
to apply for the Visa, no fees and no Visa label. It is automatically 
granted by electronic means and is valid until the application for 
the temporary Visa is decided (maximum 6 months)

Whether the holder of the interim Visa can work or study depends 
on the conditions on the Visa is granted - which is in turn dependent 
on the type of Visa held previously and the conditions which 
applied to it.
